I said to Beverley this morning after watching CNN 
and Fox News, “I think we need to stop watching this stuff for a while.” All 
these pictures of dead bodies, starving children, and destroyed buildings, 
repeated over and over, are not good for us. I know what is happening, and it 
breaks my heart. But we need to pause, turn off our TVs, and look up. I don’t 
need any more BREAKING NEWS. I need the balm of Gilead. Do you feel the 
same?
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I invite you to pause and remember:

1. God is not dead. He said, “Never will I leave you; never will I forsake you.” 
Hebrews 13:5. When life is too much and you think you can’t take it 
anymore, remember that God is mighty to save, loves us, and will never let 
us go. His presence will go with us even when we walk through the valley of 
the Shadow of Death. Ps. 23

2. In spite of appearances, God is in control. Not Joseph Biden, Donald Trump, 
Vladimir Putin, or Bibi Netanyahu. Iran may be working on the bomb, 
North Korea may have it, millions of refugees may be flooding the border, 
and Smash and Grabs may now be a part of American culture. BUT GOD 
WILL ONLY ALLOW PEOPLE TO GO SO FAR.

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I was once threatened by a group of men who had joined together in an 
unholy alliance to close down God’s work in Russia and Ukraine. The really 
sad thing is that these people were all members of a religious organization.  
But one by one, they either died or were removed. Some who died had a life 
expectancy of many more years. One man was arrested by the police and 
thrown into prison.  He was also barred from ever practicing law again. Two 
men were arrested by the FBI before TV cameras. We were completely amazed 
but saddened to see the outcome. We had not resisted them but had just put 
them in God’s hands.  

In Kiev, Ukraine, a powerful leader had declared on TV that 
John Carter would preach “only over my dead body.” Just 
before the great campaign for Christ commenced in the Palace 
of Sport in downtown Kiev, and just a few days before I stood 
up to preach, the fierce opponent who had opposed God’s Work 
was removed suddenly, without warning, by the hand of 
death.

“Nation will rise against nation, and kingdom against kingdom.  
There will be famines and earthquakes in various places. All these are the 

beginning of birth pains.” Matthew 24:7–8
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Mothers know about birth pains. They start slowly. Initially, they are 
mild and far apart. But soon they become closer and more intense. This 
is something we men can only imagine. The result of the pain is a new 
creation. I will never forget welcoming with Beverley our three children. 
What a blessing they have been. Right now, we are seeing and feeling the 
birth pains of God’s new creation.

The end result of all these “pains” will be the RETURN OF CHRIST and a 
wonderful home of peace and safety. I write to you to cheer your heart and 
lift your spirits. Jesus is coming. Our future is certain, and it is better than 
wonderful. So look up, hold on, be calm, and wait for the sunrise. It will be 
better than you can imagine.

I write to you because God has laid this upon my heart. Things will be far 
better than you can hope or dream. Jesus has paid for our eternal salvation. 
He is thinking about you today. You are on His mind.
